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STEPPE ELEMENTS IN THE FUNERARY RITES AT
THE CEMETERY OF ZAMANBABA
(the Problem of the Origins and Chronology of the Bronze Age
Zamanbaba Culture in Central Asia)

The archaeological culture of the Bronze Age in Cen-
tral Asia, known as the «Zamanbaba culture», is represent-
ed by three archacological complexes: one cemetery and
two settlement-sites situated in the lower reaches of the
Zaravshan River, in the Bukhara province of Uzbeki:

These sites were investigated in 19501964 by archacolo-
gists from the Institute of History and Archaeology, Acad-
emy of Sciences of Uzbekistan (I'ynamon u aAp. 1966).

" The cemetery of Zamanbaba is the key site for stud-
ies of the Z: baba culture. Of the settk ites only
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one may be considered as a settlement proper, the other
having been just a temporary camp with its cultural layer
now eroded by winds. The total informative capability of
the latter two sites is extremely low; therefore studies of
the Zamanbaba culture involve predominantly materials
yielded by excavations of the cemetery.

Practicatly ali of the researchers who studied archae-
ological complexes of the Zamanbaba culture have not-
ed the unique combination of agriculturalist and steppe-
type features in lhc funerary rites of the cemetery of Za-
manbaba. C part of p: g goods,
including beads of various kinds of stone, stone pendnnts
baton tops, round bronze mirrors without handles, small
shovels, a terracotta figurine, and two fmgmcnls of wheel-
made vessels, have parallels in agricull 1 of

ture simultaneously some features of three steppe cultures
atonce — the Yamnaya (Pit culture), Catacomb and Afa-
nasyevo (Jlaretuun 1958: 52).

The reason of serious contradictions in the problem
of the origins and chronology of the Zamanbaba culture
is the poor expressiveness of the latter’s material com-
plexes and the aimost complete abscncc of the type fea-
tures leading to multivariate and of
the same archacological evidence. The objects found
among the funerary offerings at the cemetery are charac-
terized either by very broad chronological frames of their
use (e.g. stone beads, round copper mirtors without han-
dles and small shovcls are dated in general to the period
from the 3" to the 1" millennia BC) or by such extraordi-

Atpresent, there are quite 2 number of hypotheses on
the arigins of the cemetery of Zamanbaba, cach differing
init of the problems of the cultural and eth-

nary peculiarities that make it difficult to find any close
parallels.

The present paper aims to define the possibility of
genetic ties of the population which left the cemetery of
Zamanbaba with the Neolithic Keltiminar culture, as well
as with Bronze Age cultures of the steppe zone of Eur-
asia, mainly those in the region between the Volga and
Ural rivers. Problems of the cultural and chronological
attribution of the site are discussed here on the basis of a
comparative analysis of the funerary rites at the Zaman-
baba cemetery.

The analysis conducted allows us to distinguish
acertain set of features in the funerary rites of the ceme-
tery of Zamanbaba which give a basis for correction of
the present-day notions about the origins, cultural ties and
dating of the archaeological complex under consideration.

Along with these hypotheses, six views on the ge-
netic origins of the Zamanbaba culture have been pro-
posed regarding its bearers as: descendants of the local
Neolithic Kelteminarians (Maccon 1966: 208); natives
of the early agricultural Sapalli culture in southern
Uzbekistan (Ackapos 1981: 109); the early agricultur-
alist tribes which came to the Lower Zaravshan River
from the territory of northern Afghanistan (Capnanmun
1979: 27); a population genetically finked with the cat-
acomb cultural unity of the steppe zone of Eurasia
(Auéxwusn 1986: 98); local population making part of
the circle of cultures of the steppe type which had been
strongly influenced by the southern agrarian cultures
(Ky3pmuna [958: 33; Acxkapor 1962: 10, 11; ynamos
u ap. 1966: 170; Butorpazos 1968: 151); steppe tribes
which combined in the appearance of their material cul-

in the burial sites of the Zamanbaba cem-
etery were the traditions of the early Bronze Age Yamna-
ya cultural unity from the steppe zone of Eurasia. Such
elements of the ritual as the eastern and north-eastern ori-
entation of the buried, staining with ochre and chalk, egg-
shaped and round-bottomed forms of pottery, and the of-
ferings put near the head of the buried are of the steppe
, linking this site i with the Yamna-
ya cultural traditions of South-Eastern Europe, in partic-
ular with Yamnaya type cultures from the region between
the Volga and Ural rivers.

A comparison of the pottery from the cemetery of
Zamanbaba with that of steppe cultures (Yamnaya and
Catacomb) of the Bronze Age leads us to the conclusion
that the ceramic complex of Zamanbaba has very weak
(practically zero-level) ties with pottery of the developed
stages of the catacomb cultures of the steppe zones of
Eurasia. The most numerous parallels to certain types of
Zamanbaba vessels are found in the pottery of the Yam-
naya culture.

No clements of the steppe catacomb tradition still
have been found among the materials from the Zamanba-
ba cemetery. Actually, the only indication of this tradition
is the fact of occasional interment of the dead in graves of
a catacomb construction.

Neither any ties of the Zamanbaba population with
bearers of the Keltiminar culture have been established
for certain, Differences between the two funerary rites
are consndcrablc Ifeven there were any inclusions of some

into the Z lture, the pro-
cess had no reﬂecuon in the funerary rites of the latter.
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The formation of the Zamanbaba culture occurred
on the basis of the syncretization of two cultural tradi-
tions — the newly arrived steppe culture of the Yamnaya
appearance and the local Central Asian one. A reliable
identification of the latter with any of the local agricul-
tural cultures is very difficult due to the lack of any
factual evidence. Ties of Zamanbaba population with
agricultural cultures are obvious since burials of the
Zamanbaba cemetery contain objects peculiar to agri-
culturalists (stone beads, pendants, copper mirrors and
shovels, a terracotta figurine). These objects include
also two fragments of wheel-made vessels, one of which
has quite exact parallels among the pottery of early
agriculturalist sites in southern Turkmenia of the
Namazga IV period. Numerous finds of so-called ceram-
ic «mangers» among the complex from the cemetery of
Zamanbaba afford us to trace a line of cultural connec-
tions between bearers of the Zamanbaba culture and one

of the groups of ancient population of northern Afghan-
istan, no sites of which have as yet been studied archae-
ologically.

The aggregate of characteristics of the cemetery of
Zamanbaba allows us to regard this archaeological site as
synchronous on the one hand with the late Yamnaya peri-
od of the development of steppe cultures of the Bronze
Age, and on the other hand, with the second half of the
N: ga IV period. A traditi and a radiocarbon dat-
ing do not contradict each other in general: the late Yam-
naya period in the steppe zone and the second half of the
Namazga IV period in Central Asia accordmg to lhe tra-
ditional c} logical scale occupy a y the
third quarter of the 3" millennium BC, ‘whereas the scale
of calibrated radiocarbon dates gives the end of the first
half of the 3" millennium BC. Taking into account the
modern chronological data, the cemetery of Zamanbaba

may be dated to the mid-}"i millennium BC.
